(Shotgun Antigen Retrieval and Identification)

Is a Sophie™ method to find out which antigen(s) is/are bond by antibodies captured and isolated from the sample.

Anti-1gG, IgM, IgA or IgE is firmly immobilized on the Sophi MALDI plate capturing the corespondin Immunoglobu-
ling class present in the sample. After washing and removal of any nonspecific material, the captured antibody to
be assayed is incubated with a Sophi Shotgun Reagent consisting of a mixture of antigens of known and charac-

teristic mass spectral position (peak).

When one or more antigens from that mixture is/are specifically bond by the captured sample antibody, it is ret-
rieved from the solution and, after washing and matrix addition, it is subject to MALDI TOF analysis leading to its/
their identification due to the characteristic peak position.
